Materials needed
template
dice
Small whiteboard or paper to keep track of points.

Directions
Decide who goes first.
The first player rolls the dice and moves that

number of spaces.

At that space say the word and the spell word.
Then it is the second player’s turn.
Play the game until a player reaches the last

word.
Play at least five rounds. Give a point to the
player that wins the round. At the end of all

the rounds, add up all the points to see who

won.
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
